YOUR CHILD BOWLS and must work together to clean up your lanes before either team leaves.  If a coach has to clean up 

your pair of lanes, ALL bowlers on BOTH teams could take zero scores for all games bowled.

 Untie and return rental shoes to bowling desk at the end of your shift.
